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The Fourth of July I arrived at New York with his Majesty's Armed
Sloop under my Command and after remaining there a Few Days and having no
prospect of answering the Intended Service of reising men agreeable to your
Lordships Orders I sailed for Sandy Hook Judging it & more Convenient Place
to procure men and after lying there Three days and meeting no Success and
being the utmost extent of my Cruise fo the Westward I judged it best for
the Service to Proceed to the Eastward therefore returning by lew York on
the FEleventh in the Evening I perceived Five Vessels schooners and Sloops
at enchor in & small Bay under Long Island and suspecting they were Carrying
on an Illioit Trade I sent the Boat to Exemine them with the masters mate at
the same time gave him directions if he found them well menned to take what
geamen he might reasonably Imagine could be spared out of them without
endangering the Navigation and safety of the Vessel and further on no
Consideration to Impress but One out of Five Exelusive of the master,
upon the mates return he Informed me he had taken one out of Each Vessel
which they very well camld spare, we anchored the same Evening in the east
river of New York So the ensuing Morning the twelfth at ceven in the morning
I went on shore inthe boat on the Sloops service and on my Landing the
lob Immediately Seiged tbe Boat, all my Endeavours was to no Purpose %o
prevent their getting her out of the Water I asked the first Person who
laid hand= on the Boat their'Reasons for acting in such an unprecedented
manner their reply was that the Evening before there was some Seamen
Impresced by our Sloop who they oslled Fishermen I assured them if they
were according to their Information Fishermen that I would Immediately
give them an Order to get them on chore assuring them it wes my most
distant thoughts either to Impress Fishermen or out of markets Boats
that the Persons Impressed never mentioned wether theywre Fishermen or
not, I sent off a Note by a Person from the ‘hore upon condition Nothing
ghould happen to his Majesty's Boat but after the men were delivered up
at their request the mob drawed the Boat before the City Hall and there
Burnt her and it being recommended to me by a note from Cap't 0'Brian of
his Majesty's Ship Juno not to appear Publickly as my life and peoples
would be in great danger & seeing no Person in Quality of a Magistrate
endeavouring to Disperse the lob I sent to the Mayor of the City, as I
was Informed the Lieutenant Governor was not in the City, to acquaint him
of the proceedings of the liob, he with several other civil Officers went
to the place where the King's Boat had been Dragged to but before they
reached it the Boat was Burned and the Mob dippersed I afterwards gove him
Information against three of the ring leaders in this Riot two of which he
Caused to be apprehended and agreeable to his degire I sent him the four
persoms belonging to the Chaleur who were with me in the Boat when she was
Seised to give Evidence ageinst the Delinquents but he thought proper only
4o ndmit the Petty Officer, I delivered the charge against the Offenders
to his Majesty's Attorney General to be put in Exeocution. I thought it
necepsay to purchase a Boat for the Heavey Jervice of the Sloop in Lieu
of the One Demtroyed by the mob. Judging it not Proper to make use of
the Whale Boat only in the intended servioe. I have Drawn Bills on the
Navy Board for the same amounting to Eleven Pounda Thirteen Shillinge and

Four Pence Sterling. I am ny Lord with the Orestest Respedt
